In 2008, Bérje Ljunggren published his book, Kina - vér tids drama (China:
the Drama of Time). But since China is changing so fast, he has already
updated the book for a second edition, in which he also has added new
chapters, for example about the Internet revolution in China.

Ljunggren is a former Swedish ambassador to China (2002-06)
and Vietnam (1994-97). Over the years he has served in a number of
countries in Asia and has been the head of the Asia Department of the
Swedish Ministry for Foreign Affairs. Currently, he is responsible for the
coordination of the Stockholm China Forum within the Swedish Ministry
for Foreign Affairs and chairman of the SEB Asia Council.

Ljunggren’s book gives an in-depth analysis of China’'s dramatic devel-
opment since the reform and opening-up process started 30 years ago.
“Borje Ljunggren has written the most comprehensive, interesting
and insightful analysis there is of China that is available in Swedish,”
SEB's senior economist Klas Eklund said in a book review. He recom-
mended that Ljunggren’s book should be mandatory reading for all

Swedish decision-makers and opinion-makers.

B SwedCham Hong Kong’s Annual General Meeting (AGM) 2010 was held on the top
floor of Club Lusitano, with a fantastic 180-degree view of the Central district. Some
50-plus members participated in the meeting and enjoyed the Portuguese-inspired
luncheon, as well as home-baked Swedish cinnamon buns with coffee - thanks to
Calle Krokstade!
For the first time, a SwedCham AGM meeting elected a chairman, along with
directors of the board. This procedure was done according to the new Articles of
Association, adopted at the last year's AGM.
Thomas Lagerqvist, who has been the chairman of the Swedish Chamber of Com-
merce in Hong Kong for the past 16 years, resigned and the meeting elected Stefan
ROnnquist, managing director of The Tomorrow Group, as the new chairman for the
coming three-year mandate.

Since Stefan Rénnquist was elected chairman, four new directors were
elected to the board: Hans Jarne, Ericsson; Michael Zell, Handelsbanken; Kristian
Odebjer, Advokatfirman Odebjer; and ULlf Ohrling, Mannheimer Swartling. Four direc-
tors were also re-elected.
The chamber welcomes Stefan as new chairman, as well as the new directors, and
thanks the resigning directors for all the contributions they have made to the chamber.
Stefan thanked Thomas Lagerqvist for his devoted work for the chamber during his
16 years as chairman, and was happy to note that Thomas will stay on in Hong Kong -
which means that the chamber can hope for his continuing support and involvement.
Thank you, Thomas, for everything that you have done to make SwedCham Hong
Kong what it is today: an active chamber with many members engaged in commit-
tees, well-attended events and a steady influx of new members. Sixteen years is a
long time - and we are all happy that you still want to stay aboard as a member of
the editorial committee.

Annual General Meeting in Beijing 2010

B The Annual General Meeting (AGM) of the Swedish Chamber of Com-
merce in China was held 21 May at the Sofitel Wanda in Beijing just
before the Sweden China Gala Dinner was to take place. It was the end
of a week filled with activities to celebrate the 60 years of diplomatic
relations between Sweden and China.

Almost 40 participants showed up this busy Friday afternoon. The
meeting elected six new directors to the board: Mats Johansson (Gun-
nebo) as vice chairman, Christine Engdahl (Sweden Expo entity), as
treasurer, Paoling Chiu (Lotus Travel), Tomas Sorensson (B&N Tools),
Kristina Lang Falck (IKEA) and Johan Menckel (Sapa) as directors of the
board. The following directors were re-elected: Mats Harborn (Scania)
as chairman, Mats Johansson (Gunnebo) as Shanghai Chapter Chair-
man, Fredrik Ektander (SEB) as Beijing Chapter Chairman, Yvonne Chen
(GM of the Swedish Chamber of Commerce in China), Marianne Ramel
(Gide), Tom Nygren (Ericsson) and Birgitta Ed (Springtime).

The meeting approved the board’s suggestion of a raise of the mem-
ber fees for 2011. Since the Chamber is developing towards becoming
an established institution and will take a role in moulding of public opin-
ions about China’s significance for Sweden, this might involve a need of
more resources at the Chamber office.
